Please note that in 2014-15 over 50 public school parishes submitted qualifying students directly from their Superintendent’s office. To avoid duplication, please check with your Superintendent before compiling your totals. 
NOTE:  Due to the recent passage of Acts #677 and #837 by the Louisiana Legislature, we can no longer request names or other data about your students. Instead, we ask that you submit only the number of qualifying students for each award. We will ship blank membership certificates for you to personalize and distribute to students. 

We need all information no later than APRIL 11 to ensure students receive their awards by year end. We suggest you use the latest grading period (typically 3rd quarter) to meet the APRIL 11 deadline.  Submit your totals electronically via e-mail to taylorawards@bellsouth.net.
